The ORI TAHITI NUI MEHURA COMPETITION - 2025 is open to groups of 5 male, female or mixed dancers, 16 years
old or more, to compete on Sunday November 23", 2025 from 8.30AM.
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Two categories are open in the MEHURA competition to groups of 5 artists:

e Session 5 - AMATEUR category (for formations mainly composed of artists who have never been
placed in a competition on a 'Ori Tahiti podium or who are not considered as being professionals).

® Session 6 - PROFESSIONAL category.

The organizer ’Ori Tahiti Nui reserves the right to put a group in a category or another based on its fame, or
previous prizes won. The group will be informed by the organizers about any change in category as soon as
possible.

Registration procedures

Registration for the competition must be made on November 1st, 2025 at the latest, either online
(MEHURA) or during the registration days which will be held at the LE TAHITI BY PEARL RESORTS hotel, the
dates of which will be communicated on the Facebook page and the 'Ori Tahiti Nui Competitions website.

The commitment form
The commitment form must be completed and signed by each participant (major or minor).

If the participant is a minor, the commitment must also be sighed by the parent/legal guardian.

The commitment forms:
e MINOR - COMMITMENT AND WAIVER
e ADULT - COMMITMENT AND WAIVER
Be sure to choose the correct form: Adult or Minor.

Once completed, it will be returned by email to register@oritahitinui.org and also presented on the day of

the competition.

The registration fee is XPF 10,000 per group of 5 male, female or mixed dancers.
Payment shall be made during the registration days at the LE TAHITI BY PEARL RESORTS hotel, the dates of
which will be communicated on the Facebook page and the 'Ori Tahiti Nui Competitions website

Registration and access to the MEHURA competition: Sunday November 23™ from 7:00 am.
Schedules are subject to change depending on the number of registrations. Artists will be informed.

® Session 5 - AMATEUR category:
o Registration from 7AM to 8AM.
o Competition starts at 8.30AM.

e Session 6 — PROFESSIONAL category:
o Registration from 10.30AM to 11.30AM.
o Competition starts at NOON.
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Competition protocol

The competition takes place if there is a minimum of 3 groups. If this number is not reached, there is no
competition in the corresponding category. However, the groups registered (1 or 2) may participate and
perform a demonstration show if timing allows it.

Only one passage is needed to decide the classification and ranking between the groups in each category.
The results of the MEHURA competition, and prize-winning awards will take place in the Endeavor
ballroom.

The winning group in the MEHURA professional category will present their performance during the ‘ORI
TAHITI NUI WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP 2025 Gala evening, which will be held at “Le Tahiti by Pearl Resorts of
Arue” on Sunday November 23rd, 2025, starting at 6:30 PM.

Music for the competition

The groups will choose a song and submit it to the organizers by October 15, 2025, for approval and editing
into the competition soundtrack.

A song that has been selected by one group may not be used by another group.

The performance lasts between 3’ minimum to 3’30 maximum.

Competition outfits

Competition adornments

Adornments of the Mehura competition are made from FRESH or DRY plants (ornamental foliage, drupes and
flowers), of FEATHERS, SHELLS, MOTHER-OF-PEARL, at the discretion of the groups.

Head ornaments (crown, tiara, head-piece, various bunches of flowers on points, ear to ear or partial band,
round bun or ponytail, etc.) are mandatory.

Neck, ankles, wrists and arms ornaments matching with head adornment are allowed.

Female MEHURA dancer costume

The fabric is in solid color or printed with flower patterns (pareu) or tapa patterns. The Vahine performs in a
long-fitted dress or in a two-piece set with a long skirt (a long more is allowed).

SATIN and VELVET are prohibited.

Male MEHURA dancer costume is a p&reu ta’amu tihere or ta’amu p&reu or trousers, in solid color or printed
with flower patterns (pareu) or tapa patterns. The chest is bare or with a waistcoat or a shirt.
SATIN and VELVET are prohibited.

Losing part of the costume will be penalized.

The jury and assessment criteria

The jury is composed of 4 to 6 ‘Ori Tahiti personalities with recognized expertise. Each jury member has one
vote. In the event of a dispute, the President has a casting vote. The jury is sovereign, and its decisions are
irrevocable. Jury members will assess groups’ performances according to the following criteria:
Choreography, technical mastery, synchronization, emotional transmission, concordance with theme,
artistic expression (harmony, overall beauty & costume).
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M8  Penalties of the competition
‘ORI TAHITI NUI MEHURA COMPETITION — 2025 competitors undertake to read and respect the Rules and

Guidelines of the contest.
10 points will be removed from the final scores for each violation of the rules that will be noted by the jury.

M9  Bad sportsmanship
Any competitor displaying poor sportsmanship during the competition will be immediately disqualified. Any
competitor showing an attitude of poor sportsmanship at the announcement of the different results during
the competition will be disqualified for future ORI TAHITI NUI COMPETITIONS editions.
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
